Chapter 10 Section 1
Byzantine Empire—Means Eastern Roman Empire (Rome split before collapse).

The Emperor, Constantine, renamed the city of Byzantium after himself.  He called it Constantinople.

Its geographical location was excellent.  It was located on a strait that linked the Mediterranean and Black Seas.  It was guarded on 3 sides by water and had an excellent harbor.  It commanded key trade routes between Europe and Asia.

There was a lot of Cultural Diffusion because of the trade.  

The Hippodrome was like the Circus Maximus.

Justinian was a Byzantine Emperor from 527 to 565.  He built the Church of Hagia Sophia (Holy Wisdom).  

Justinian Code was set up to revise and organize laws of Ancient Rome and spread to Western Europe. 

Autocrat—sole ruler with complete control.  He had power over Church and was similar to God.  

Byzantine empire eventually collapsed because of repeated attacks.  Arabs took over.  The city of Constantinople survived because of great trade, money economy, and strong peasants. 
During the Crusades, trade sparked violence.  The Knights and Western Christians won, but then the Eastern Christians regained.  Eventually the Muslims attacked and won in 1453.
