SPAIN

Chapter 17-1
Spain became powerful because they had great overseas wealth.  The Conquistadors were bring gold and materials back to Spain.

They became the most powerful European country.

King Philip was an Absolute Monarch

Absolute Monarch—a ruler with complete control over government and people.

Divine Right—Power comes directly from God.  Rulers believed that nobody could judge them because Fate/God put them on the throne.

Spain and England didn’t get along

*England was Protestant, Spain was Catholic

*English pirates were stealing Spanish shipments from the Americas.  Instead of punishing pirates like Francis Drake, Elizabeth I of England made him a knight.  

Spanish Armada (Spanish Navy) had 130 ships and 20,000 men and fought the English in the English Channel.  A storm blew up, scattering the Armada.  The Armada had big, slow ships and it took a long time to reload the canons.  The smaller, faster English ships won.  

France
Chapter 17-2
Catholics and Protestants did not get along

Huguenots--French Protestants

St. Bartholemew’s Day Massacre—Catholics massacred 3000 Huguenots at a wedding.

Edict of Nantes—1598—Allowed religious toleration

Louis XIV—King of France

Inherited the throne at age 5  (1643)

Advisor ran the kingdom until he died in 1643 (Louis was 18)

Nickname—The Sun King—like the sun he gave life to France

“L’etat c’est moi” –I am the State—I am the man, I make the decisions

Believed in Divine Right
Ruled for 72 years

Built the Palace of Versailles from an old hunting lodge

Cost up to $1.5 billion of French treasury

Housed up to 10,000 people

Guards turned on fountains when king passed

Tub was 1 piece of priceless marble

Good things Louis XIV did for France
Made France strongest army

Made France wealthiest nation

Built up economy and trade

Increased farming

Encouraged colonies

Bad things Louis XIV did for France
Fought costly foreign wars

Wars drained treasury

Poor people struggled

Revoked Edict of Nantes—Huguenots fled and cost intelligence and good workers

Thirty Years War

Germany had many states and princes

It wasn’t really Germany as we know it today—it was chopped up into places like Prussia, Bohemia, etc.

The northern states were mainly Protestant

The southern states were mainly Catholic

When Ferdinand tried to roll back the Reformation, war broke out between Catholics and Protestants

Many countries joined (Spain, Poland, France, Sweden, Netherlands, etc)

Mercenaries—soldiers for hire


*Burned villages, destroyed crops, killed people, tortured people (Quote in textbook).

Depopulation—big reduction in population


*1/3 of Germans died

Repopulation


*Men under 60 couldn’t join monasteries


*Priests shall marry


*Every male allowed 2 wives

Peace of Westphalia—1648


*France won territory


*Germany divided into 360 states—“1 for every day of the year”



*Weaker (different govt, coins, church, army, policy, laws, etc)
