Urbanization—movement of people to the cities.

Caused by changes in farming, demand for workers.  

Tenements—multistory buildings divided into apartments.  

Problems in cities

No running water, no sewage system, garbage and waste rotted in the streets.  Disease spread rapidly. No street lights made it dangerous.  Dark—building angled in.  Rape, robbery, and murder happened.  
Factories

Shifts lasted from 12 to 16 hours.

No safety devices

Coal dust

If sick or injured they lost their jobs

Women were hired a lot because they could be bossed around, paid less, even harassed. 

Women still had to go home and do housework.

Kids—Very low wages, did dangerous work.  Hired orphans because they didn’t have to be paid, could be beaten.  Might be fed.  Kids as young as 5 were working.  Many were injured and uneducated.

Protests

Luddites led protests.  They thought machines were costing jobs.  They smashed machines and protested.  A lot of them were killed.  Strikes wer outlawed. Labor Unions—workers organizations—were forbidden. 

First hand account of kids working in coal mines:
