Mongols were from Central Asia—Mongolia

They were nomadic and went around the continent terrorizing and taking things.

They were ruthless warriors.

Genghis Khan—Mongol leader—His name means World Emperor.

Ruled in the mid 1200’s

His empire stretched from the Pacific Ocean to Europe—biggest empire ever.

Controlled the Silk Road—the major trading route

His army was known as the Golden Horde because of its golden colored tents.

Mongols treated conquered people fairly well if they didn’t kill or enslave them.

They allowed many freedoms.  Freedom of Religion, government, laws, etc as long as they paid taxes.

Pax Mongolica—Mongol Peace—they said you could walk from the Pacific to Europe with a gold plate on your head and nobody would steal it for fear of Mongol wrath.  A lot of trade and cultural diffusion happened.

Ivan The Great—Czar—Russian King—mostly unified Russia—kept serfdom

Ivan The Terrible—Czar—Had Oprichniki—henchmen who rode black horses, wore black robes, and had dead dog heads and brooms attached to their horses.
