Renaissance—“Rebirth” of culture and arts

Began in 1300’s and was a time of creativity after the Plague and Wars

Began in Italy

1. Cities survived the Middle Ages

2. Wealthy Merchants called Patrons

3. Center of Roman Empire

Renaissance thinkers explored the human experience.  They focused on the present, not the afterlife.

Humanism—focused on worldly subjects rather than religious issues—put religion in terms of today (not in heaven)

Perspective—making distant objects smaller.

Artists

Donatello—created life sized statue of soldier on horseback

Leonardo da Vinci—Mona Lisa, The Last Supper, dissected corpses to see how muscles work.  1st book of anatomy.  Invented many items.

Michelangelo—sculptor, engineer, painter, poet

Pieta (sculpture), David (sculpture), Sistine Chapel (cathedral) ceiling depicts Biblical History and took 4 years

Raphael—School of Athens—gathering of great thinkers (Aristotle, Socrates, Plato, da Vinci, Michelangelo, himself)

Writers

Baldassare Castiglione—ideal man (athletic, good at games, not a gambler, plays music, knows literature, not arrogant.

Ideal woman (graceful, kind, reserved, beautiful)  “Outer beauty is the true sign of inner goodness.”

Niccolo Machiavelli—The Prince—How to gain and maintain power.  The ends justify the means.  Use whatever means necessary to reach your goal.  Don’t worry about promises.  Machiavellian today refers to deceit within politics.  “It is safer to be feared than loved.”

Erasmus—called for Bible to be translated into Vernacular—everyday language.  Church didn’t want this because they’d lose some power.
Sir Thomas More—Wrote Utopia (Everyone educated, everyone works 6 hours a day, it’s an island surrounded by a reef, everyone owns the same things, jewelry for slaves, gems for kids toys, use gold and gems to pay people to fight wars, families fight together if they have a war, chaperoned and see each other naked if they want to marry, all towns set up the same, people eat dinner together, lifelong education)  More was killed after Henry VIII changed church of England to Protestant.  He was later canonized, or made a Saint.
Shakespeare—English.  Wrote 37 plays, numerous poems, introduced 1700 new words in his works.  Late 1500s early 1600s.

Cervantes—Don Quixote—made fun of chivalry and medieval times. 

Printing Revolution—Johann Gutenburg perfected the Printing Press and started printing Bible.  Books were cheaper and easier to make, more people learned to read, more ideas spread and people gained access to knowledge about law and medicine (as well as controversial topics), caused religious turmoil because more people interpreted the Bible for themselves.
